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The Lord has exalted His Name and His Word above all things. He 
delights to hear His own Word spoken back to Him in prayer. Use 
the verses included as a prompt for your own prayers. The prayers 
interspersed in blue italics are merely examples.  
 
Don’t just read the verses, but personalize them, turn them into 
worship back to the Lord. For example, see the first verse on the 
Lord’s Day. 
 
We worship God for Who HE IS, we praise Him for what He has 
done. We thank Him for what He has blessed us with. 
 
Worship is not sitting and listening to a sermon. It is what you do 
with that message which may be worship. If that message prompts 
you to pour out your heart to God in wonder and awe for Who He 
is, that is worship. 
 
Worship is not prayer for one's needs, nor praise for one's blessing, 
but rather the overflow of the heart in adoration to the Father for 
what He is in Himself, as revealed by the Lord Jesus Christ.   
 
Worship is the heart poured out in wonder and awe, expressing our 
understanding of Who God is. WDW 
 
If we have no understanding of Who God is, our worship will be 
very limited.  The most basic definition of worship is to attribute 
worth to.  One cannot attribute worth to some thing or someone if 
he knows nothing about its worth. One cannot worship well if he 
does not know well. For example: If a person knew only one thing 
about God, he would be limited to worshipping God for that one 
thing. If he knew twenty things about God, he would have twenty 
things which he could pour out from his heart to God and worship 
Him for.  
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In order to worship God well, one must know God well. The more 
one grows in his love and knowledge of God, the more he will be 
equipped to worship God intelligently in spirit and in truth. To 
worship God in spirit, is that worship and adoration which is in 
accord with the divine attributes, excellencies, and perfections of 
God. 
 
Prayer is the occupation of the heart with its needs; praise, the 
occupation of the heart with its blessings; but worship is the 
occupation of the heart with the Lord Himself. JBN 
 
Lord’s Day 
1 Chron 16:29 Ascribe to the Lord the glory due His Name.  Bring an 
offering (an offering of worship, praise, thanksgiving, self, 
possessions, time, adoration) and come before Him; worship the 
Lord in the splendor of His holiness.
